Prime Cattle to 282ppk & £1974    Cull Cows to 226ppk & £1765 

A decent quality entry of prime and cull cattle saw a further strong trade here Exeter this Monday with finished 
under thirty month heifers topping at 282ppk given for a super 590kg Charolais from Adrian and Bradley 

Bowden in from Drewsteignton which also levelled out at £1660. Staying with the prime heifers when more 

fine sorts from the Bowden’s saw a Limousin reach £1671 (598kg x 280ppk) and a British Blonde rise to £1491 

(566kg x 264ppk). Top total price realised in the prime steer section was a very creditable £1974 for a grand 

730kg Hereford from Joe Stoneman and Family of Sampford Courtenay which also hit 271ppk. The better of 

three well farmed South Devon steers from Sue and Sean Cleave, Moretonhampstead came back at £1858 

(682kg x 273ppk) and a couple of strong British Blue bullocks from David Slade of Chagford returned £1760 

(668kg x 264ppk) and £1751 (638kg x 275ppk). Over thirty month prime saw the best, an aged (38m) Limousin 

heifer from Jeff Harvey of Hennock rise to £1336 (540kg x 248ppk). Jeff Harvey also headed the cull cow section 

when his massive 790kg Limousin rose to 224ppk and £1765. It was Limousin cows all the way as one from 

Mary Curtis, Cadeleigh eased to £1659 (736kg x 226ppk) followed by another from Stephen Voysey in from 

Longdown at £1286 (648kg x 199ppk). Other cow prices of interest included a Beef Shorthorn from Alan 

Bickley in from Puddington which ran to £1139 (672kg x 170ppk) together with a Welsh Black from Messrs 

Floyd and Dodd of North Bovey at £1132 (684kg x 166ppk) and Dexter cows selling to £323 (412kg x 79ppk)

One short of 2000 sheep comprised of 1148 prime lambs, 808 cull ewes, 35 rams and 8 goats which all met 

with sharper trades than expected. After two weeks of a sub £3 average normal service was resumed here 

today with an SQQ of 301 and overall average of £3 per 

kilo and £137.20 per head. Top money in the 
overweights came from Phil Lee of Tedburn St Mary 

with a single 59kg lamb at £190 equating to 322ppk, 

Richard Brayley of Jacobstowe sold a pair at £185.50 

and Ellen Yandle of Oxton reached £185 with her best. 

Other pens of 54-58kgs selling at £176 for Dudley 

Webber of Silverton, £169 for Tom Yandle and £165 

for both Lin Loosemore of Yeoford and Steve & Sandra 

Prettejohn of Aylesbeare. 52kg lambs selling to £160 for 

Lin Loosemore, £159.50 for both Bryan Booty of 

Poundsgate and the Bealey family of Torrington and 

£159 for Robin Irwin of Kingsnympton. 51’s soared to 

£162 or 318ppk again for Phil Lee and £157.50 for 

Richard Brayley as 50kg lambs sold to £155 for both 

Mark & Janet Causey of Rattery and Phil & Angela Dallyn 

of Ipplepen. Plenty of 49-52kg lambs either side of £3 

and £150 per head. 48’s to £150 for Tracey Cobbledick 

of Bude as 47’s reached £147 for Andy O’Brien of 

Whimple and 46’s sold to £141 for Alan & Dave 

Weymouth of Salcombe. 45’s reached £140.50 for both 

the Palk family of Paington and Dave Vennelle of Down St Mary as 44’s reached £137 for Alan & Dave 

Weymouth and 42kg lambs sold to £135.50 or a market topping 323ppk for Beltex crosses from CA Churchill 

of Axminster whilst Jason and Cathy Crang of Cadeleigh sold the same weight at £131. 41’s to £126.50 for 

Helen Boyles of Nomansland as 40’s reached £128 again for those Beltex types from CA Churchill and other 

Suffolk crosses this time at £123.50 for Tim Whitley of Widecombe. Not just as many lightweights this week 

with MG Friend of Eastleigh selling 39kgs at £121.50 as well as 37kgs at £115.50 as Paul Belworthy of Exeter 

sold 39’s at £119 and Cyril Pearse of Scorriton sold 35kg hillbred lambs at £99.50.

691 PRIME LAMBS 

Another quiet Monday in the sheep pens with 691 prime lambs selling at recent levels with a top of £86 for Texel x 

50kg lambs from David Goss of Littlehempston who also had 51kg Charollais at £83.50 and smart 47kg continentals 

at £83 (177ppk). Overweights to £85 for AJ Carter of Dawlish and £81.50 for Paul West of Holbeton. Other 50-52kg 

lambs selling at £85 for Tripp Bros & Sons of Dunsford £84.20 for Tony Pickard of South Molton, £82.80 for Ken 

Chapple of Oakford and £82.50 for RD Middleton & Son of Ashreigney. A trio of smart 47kg Beltex crosses from 

Tracey Pike of Luppit sold at £82.50 (176ppk). 45kg Charollais lambs to £77 for Len Sharland of Tiverton and the 

same price per head for 44kgs from Keith Milton of Pennymoor who also claimed top price per kilo when his two 

pens of smart 41kg lambs rose to 180 & 178ppk or £73.80 & £72.80 respectively. A great line up of well finished light 

lambs from 28 to 39kgs saw top per head of £66 achieved by both Blackaton Manor Farms of Widecombe with 39kg 

Cheviots and also of 38kg Suffolk crosses from Abel Bros of Tavistock who also parted with 33kg Welsh lambs at 

£56.20, 31kg hill lambs at £54, 30kgs at £53.20 (177ppk) and a large pen of 28kg Scotties at £48.20. Overall average is 

just a penny better at 170ppk. 

 

367 CULL EWES & 20 RAMS/WETHERS 

A short entry of just under 400 cull sheep sold with a better feel to the trade as mule and other medium weight ewes 

were noticeably dearer than seen in a long time. Best crossbred ewes to £90 for a pair of Black Texels from Tracey 

Pike of Luppit, £89.50, £88.50 & £86 for penfuls of strong Suffolk crosses from Tom Yandle of Mamhead and £87 for 

similar from Tim Whitley of Widecombe. Others £75 to £84 depending on breed, condition and weight. Best mules as 

mentioned looking £6-£9 dearer on the week with two pens selling at £77.50 & £74.50 for Brad Simmons of 

Thorndon Cross, £76.50 for Ellen Yandle of Mamhead and a meated run from Sam Ursell of Tedburn St Mary sold to 

£76, £74.50, £73 & £72.50. Hill ewes fewer in number and often £30 to £40 with no real strength present and very 

few lots sold under £25. Rams a touch stronger trade too with Brad Simmons also topping these with a weighty 

Suffolk selling at £99 followed by AJ Carter with a Texel at £92.50 and B Moseley of Hittisleigh realised £89. All cull 

sheep averaged £62, which is up £10 on the week, half of the lift is due to quality, the other half is the strength of 

trade. 

 



 

 
 

 

A larger and more varied entry of ewes sold to an overall similar trade with some of the bigger heavier ewes 

back just £5 on last week’s flyer whilst the grazers would be dearer with yet more fresh faces amongst the 

buyers, coming here to Exeter for the numbers and level of choice. Best Texel ewes to £260 for Kevin & Becky 

Matthews of Launceston with a single, whilst they sold a pair at £252 and the rest of the pen at £232. Suffolk 

ewes to £175 & £149 for Ed Venning up from Fowey, Helen Pearse of Bickington claimed £172 with her 

Charollais and Cambusmore Estates of Meeth made £170 of their best. Dorsets to £166 for Andrew and Simon 

Walter-Symons of Churchstow and plenty of other business done between £140 and £158. Mules to £139 for 

Adrian & Julie Rich of Halwell with plenty of good meat Mules £120 to £132, ¾ meat mules £110 to £120 and 
leaner grazers from £75 to £100 with the very plain back from that but all looking dearer on the week. Hill 

ewes to £86 for a pen of Scotch and Swale ewes from Neil & Mat Cole of Yelverton with half meat hill ewes 

often £45 to £65 and the overall average for all ewes forward was £96 for not such a good show as last week. 

Rams to £165 for a pair of Suffolks from Ellen Yandle, £156 for a Beltex from Tracey Cobbledick and Steve 

Huxter and family of Bridport sold a pen of 8 Romney type rams at £139. Goats to £100 for the pick of a pen 

that saw other very much leaner sorts sell from £40 to £69.
