Marteye also showing an 
impressive attendance with 65% of lots receiving online bids and 33% being sold online.  
 
The top call of the day was £14,500 for a Case CX755R tracked digger with 4,500 hours on the clock. A 2016 
Renault C460 rigid tipper went under the hammer for £11,800. A 2001 Bateman Hi-Lo sprayer sold for £5,200 
and topping at £4,500 was a Case International.  
 
The best of the trailers topped at £8,700 for a tidy example of an exhibition trailer which sold locally. £4,500 
was reached for an 8T Marshall silage trailer which has gone to Wiltshire.  
 
A 60 x 40 x 14 shed went under the hammer for £7,200. £5,300 was achieved for a 2020 Proforge 6m 
cultivator and topping at £5,000 was a Rolland rear discharge dung spreader.

Garden tools saw solid 
trade with Mitox multi tool topping at £200 and a 
Husqvarna lawn mower making £170. Stihl strimmer’s at 
£120 and chainsaws at £100. The rare find of the day was 
for a lone sea kayak making £95.
